Projects – Adelita Sonora State

Adelita – Gold/Copper/Silver Skarn Porphyry

• Location – 6 km east of Pan American’s Alamo Dorado Mine, 60 km south-
east of the Piedras Verdes porphyry copper deposit

• High-grade Cu-Au-Ag skarn target (the Adelita skarn prospect) was identified 
and a buried porphyry copper system is indicated by widespread stream-
sediment geochemical anomalies

• Trenching and rock-chip sampling of the Adelita skarn target revealed a 
structural zone 600 metres long by 18 metres wide with average grades of 
1.7 g/t Au, 72 g/t Ag, and 3.1% Cu

• Reconnaissance stream-sediment sampling program returned values up to 
126 ppm Cu, 27 ppm Mo, 0.409 ppm Au, and 174 ppm Zn over a broad area

• First Phase Drill program currently underway

• Nearby gold exploration projects include Gold Resource Corporation’s El 
Aguila Project, and Chesapeake Gold’s La Gitana Project

• Contains gold, silver and polymetallic (copper, lead, zinc) mineralization 
exposed along a 3.5 by 1.0 kilometre trend of skarn and hornfels

• Mineralization consists of gold in the <0.5–4.66 ppm range; silver at <1.0–
1,640 ppm; and copper, lead and zinc to several percent

• Preliminary field mapping and a regional stream-sediment sampling program 
with an airborne magnetic survey to follow

Capilla – High Grade Gold and Silver Epithermal Vein s

• Lies in the eastern part of the Copala-Pánuco mining district in which 
production since the colonial period has been estimated at over 200 million 
oz of silver

• Mapping and sampling delineated a discontinuously outcropping zone of 
veining trending north-northwest over a strike length of 1,200 metres with 
relief of 200 metres

• Comparison to nearby epithermal vein models suggests that a zone of 
prospective ore-grade silver mineralization lies below surface exposures, 
potentially at depths of 100 to 200 metres

• First phase drilling will commence in the fall of 2010.

Vuelcos del Destino – Gold Skarn

• Project lies on the continuation of the Guerrero Gold Belt trend, 19 
kilometers from Gold Corp’s Los Filos mine (11 million ounces gold)

• Exploration target is a 6 kilometer-long stock contact zone showing 
extensive intrusion-hosted alteration and adjacent iron oxide-magnetite 
exoskarn

• Program of reconnaissance geologic mapping and geochemical sampling 
has commenced soon to be followed by an airborne geophysical survey
